· Background
Following a successful application to the Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund (AMIF), RETAS is working alongside Refugee Council who are leading a major new Employment & Integration project in London, Leeds and Hull called New Roots.  New Roots is funded from October 1st 2018 for a period of two years and consists of a range of activities which support the integration of recognized refugees along a 3 stage pathway:

· ENGAGE

121 crisis/ move-on services, including housing, welfare and 

therapeutic support

· CONNECT

English conversation clubs, workshops and community events

· ASPIRE
